JJ Koning - One of the most clutch performers in CT High School
Baseball history, Coach Kones had the game winning hits in back to
back ACC Championship Games in 1990 and 1991. JJ also belted a
long grand slam deep into the trees at Mitchell Woods back in 1986
off of Coach Lazarou in a District 10 Little League
matchup. Coach Kones went on to star at Uconn Avery Point,
where under his guidance and tutleage future major leaguer John
McDonald was able to flourish... At least according to JJ.

Billy Buscetto Jr. - In high school Billy was an All Area, All
Conference and All State shortstop at Old Lyme. In college at
Western CT, he was selected as an Little East All Conference
second baseman, while also being named First Team All League
and All Star in the Virginia Beach Summer Collegiate Baseball
League. Billy and helps coordinate team selections and player
transactions with Coach Lazarou. Billy is a certified personal
trainer, who trains many of our batter up kids in the off-season.
